
You’re part of our footprint 

- Pastor Erwin 

 I've found myself using the term “ministry footprint” in a number of conver-
sations lately. As in, “For a small church, we have a pretty large ministry foot-
print.” The point is that we do a lot more and 
have greater and more impact in our community 
and even beyond than you would expect from a 
congregation our size. In one way or another I've 
been saying that for the past few weeks. All the 
information crammed into this week's Chimes 
highlights that again. 
 This is not intended as boasting or defense, 
but gratitude and praise; both to God for his fa-
vor and to each of you for your faithfulness.  
 But I wonder if some of our members 
(especially those of you reading this at home or 
who are not as able to be “hands-on” involved) 
sometimes feel like you're not part of all of this 
active ministry. So I want you to know how im-
portant each of you is to our overall “ministry 
footprint.” 
 First of all, I often hear your affirmation and 
approval about what NPC is doing. Scripture 
says, “Encourage one another and build up each 
other, as indeed you are doing” (1 Thess. 5:12). 
Thank you! To know that you are supportive and 
even proud of how we are trying to live out our 
mission is extremely encouraging. 
 Secondly, your prayer is essential. We some-
times foolishly say, “Well, I can't do anything 
else anymore, so I'll just pray.” But trust me, 
without prayer, it doesn't matter what else we 
do. And many of you are especially able to under-
gird our whole church in deep prayer. 
 Finally, simply the fact that you are part of 
this congregation, and your presence as you are 
able, is vital. When we gather on Sunday  
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After Jesus was baptized, he 
knew through the Spirit that 
the road ahead would be 
tough. So he headed for the 
desert for 40 days of prepara-
tion: fasting, prayer, listening 
to God's voice, and confront-
ing temptation.  

Lent is a season inspired by 
Jesus' example. And Ash 
Wednesday marks the begin-
ning of the 40 days of 
Lent.  This service will be our 
opportunity to prepare and 
consecrate our own challeng-
ing Lenten journey with 
prayer.
